One indeterminate tomato plant 
can produce an average of  
40 lbs of tomatoes in a season. 
Store bought tomatoes cost an 

average of $2.49 lb. And that’s 
just tomatoes…

$2.50 vs. $160 
for basil

One basil plant can produce an 
average of 20 cups of fresh 
basil in a season. Store bought 
fresh basil runs about $4 per 

4oz bunch.
